* The amount of aid awarded to farmers is deemed adequate by 45%,
'too little' by 26 % (and 'too high' by 13%). For them, this support amount
is justified by the fact that farmers not only guarantee the food supply
but also ensure the protection of the environment

* 91% (+4% compared to 2009) regard important linking the aid to farmers
to environmentally-friendly farming practices (‘greening’)

A paradox connected to the instruments of
policy action (“stick” vs. “carrots” and
“sermons”):

«... but we tend to increase the use of regulative
policy tools: Natura 2000, “greening” obligations,
DD of the EU-TR, VPA licence, ...

In this way public administrations tend to
concentrate on bureaucratic control, while
the new options to develop the forestry sector
would require a proactive public
administration open to partnership,
negotiation, innovative attitude in sharing
responsibilities, advisory services, ...
